If a renewal application and copy of the 
backflow prevention assembly (RPZ) inspection certificate is not received within seven (7) days of the date of this 
notification, Austin Water will remove the hydrant-mounted meter and close the account. If water is still needed, the 
customer must reapply for a hydrant water meter prior to this permit expiration. The City requires that an approved reduced 
pressure backflow prevention assembly (RPZ) be installed and certified by a State of Texas-licensed backflow prevention 
assembly tester (BPAT) registered with Austin Water prior to obtaining water from a fire hydrant-mounted meter.
